1 Place your 13" foundation piece on your work space. Layer your

2 Sew strings onto the foundation piece, starting in the middle diago- piece 1/4" from the seam. Open the fabric and carefully press toward
nally and going out to one corner. the umbrella stand.

3 After all strings are sewn, press well; cut on the diagonal and trim so 4 Trim piece so that you have a 13" x 13" right angle triangle.

1 Sew the umbrella top unit and the sand/umbrella pole/stand unit
together along the longest side of the triangle.

2 Press seams open.
3 Trim block to 124" square.

1 Sew the "sand’ triangles to the umbrella pole as per the diagram
below:
